 Nits: Parents have informed us that they have discovered their 

children have nits.  Please see some information below regarding 

this.... 

While they're frustrating to deal with, lice aren't dangerous. They 

don't spread disease, although their bites can make a child's scalp 

itchy and irritated, and scratching can lead to infection. 

Signs that your child has nits can include... 

 head scratching, especially around the nape and hair line 

 lice eggs, usually found at the root of the hair.  

 adult lice, look around your child's hair line by their ears 

 You are able to purchase treatments via the supermarket and 

the chemist.  

 We have also been told, soaking your child's hair in 

conditioner and combing through with a nit comb for seven 

days, gets rid of them 

 Using a hair straightener every night for seven days 

 Combining tea tree oil into your shampoo / conditioner can 

act as a deterrent. 

The most important thing to remember is that nits cannot be 

removed in one go and need monitoring and treatment for up to two 

weeks.
